Introduction
Ultimately key messages on progress from the MAG will underpin the school’s self evaluation of all aspects of its provision 
and quality of leadership and management. Good/outstanding judgements against teaching and learning must correlate with 
evidence of good/outstanding progress. This will shape highly focussed school improvement priorities.

MAG DATA

The functionality of the MAG and reports the MAG produces is 
fully dependant on the quality and accuracy of the data inputted
into the system. School staff have a collective responsibility to 
ensure the data in the MAG system is current and is consistent 
with other data used in school, including the data held in SIMS.
The School Checklist function on the MAG allows schools to 
review the information contained within the MAG system and 
cross-reference with other systems within school. It is strongly 
recommended that this exercise is completed on a regular basis to 
ensure the reports produced by the MAG are accurate and are 
reflective of the school.  

Common Causes of Inaccurate Data

1. The ‘unclassified’ figure – this must be ‘0%’, if not, all data 
on the MAG is invalid*.

2. The correct children – the number of children shown on the 
MAG should be the same number of children enrolled in 
school. However, be aware that the number could be the 
same as in previous years but actually represent different 
individuals. MAG data must represent the children who are 
currently in the school, which includes their historic data. It 
also includes removing the data for children who are no 
longer on role. 

3. Regular import/export of data – this is of paramount 
importance to ensure the data being analysed through the 
MAG is reflective of the current situation in school. 

* The only exception would be when it is impossible to get a level for a child (e.g. 
for an overseas or privately educated student)

USING THE GOOD PRACTICE GUIDE
The Good Practice Guide outlines a sample of key reports 
that can be produced by the MAG. The document has been 
organised so that there are two pages per report; the first 
page is a text document outlining the potential uses of the 
report and the second is a ‘worked example’ populated with 
data and the associated questions/considerations raised. The 
Report Index section provides an overview of all of the reports 
contained within the Good Practice Guide and instructions of 
how they can be accessed via the MAG.

Whole School Overview - this report can be generated to look at whole school attainment and progress in a specific 
subject. This example could be of particular use to SLT, the assessment coordinator and the mathematics subject leader as 
the report provides information at a whole school level related to attainment and progress in mathematics.

Visual Representation - each cohort within school is represented on one report providing a succinct overview of the 
attainment and progress within a particular subject area. 

Additional MAG reports / supporting resources that can be used in conjunction with this report…

Reports such as the Mapping Attainment & Progress (by cohort) and the Historical APS would allow further investigation of 
progress and attainment for the cohort, for example by analysis be each term. Additional support materials, such as the Racetrack 
Resource could be used to measure the APS of the cohort against national expectations.

Report 2: Termly Year Group Mapping Attainment &

COHORT ANALYSIS – SUBJECT BREAKDOWN (in this particular example Y6 mathematics)

This report can be generated to look at a particular year group and their attainment and progress in a specific subject. This report 
could be of particular use to the Y6 teacher, SLT, assessment coordinator and the mathematics subject leader as the report 
provides an overview of the Y6 cohort and their attainment and progress in mathematics since Y2. 

Potential Uses

APS: Attainment/Progress Comparisons Against National - The expected progress between Y2 and Y5 is at least 9 points. 
Using this report, comparisons can be made against national targets and national expectations (using the data highlighted in 
the AVE PTS/Targets column circled on the worked example). This will highlight issues such as: how much progress has 
been made based on previous attainment; any success in ‘narrowing the gap’; if expected progress has been sustained; if 
the cohort has made 3+ APS in a year; if the cohort have exceeded expected progress etc. 

Appropriate Target Setting - The AVE PTS/Targets column can also be used to review whether or not the end of year target 
is ambitious enough in order to achieve, or exceed, expected progress (i.e. APS 12+). If the target does not appear to be 
high enough, individual children can be identified whose targets could be reviewed and potentially increased to secure good 
progress for the cohort. 

Progress - The report highlights where a cohort have, or have not, made satisfactory/good progress between two given 
points in time. SLT would be able to investigate the reasons for this and potentially make links to areas such as Performance 
Management. 

Additional MAG reports / supporting resources that can be used in conjunction with this report…

Reports such as the Historical APS would allow further investigation of progress and attainment for the cohort, for example by 
analysis by each term. Reports relating to Pupil Progress would also support investigation into the review of targets. Additional 
support materials, such as the Racetrack Resource could be used to measure the APS of the cohort against national expectations.

Report 3: Historical APS Report – Mathematics (a)

Potential Uses

Whole School Overview - this report can be generated to look at whole school attainment and progress in a specific 
subject. This report highlights where there has been satisfactory/good (and inadequate) progress across the school. This 
report could be of particular use to SLT, the assessment coordinator and the mathematics subject leader as the report 
provides information at a whole school level related to attainment and progress in mathematics.

Identification of Trends - this report can highlight if there are particular trends or patterns across school and/or a cohort. 
For example, patterns of weak/strong terms within the school year, or trends in progression that could be associated with 
particular members of staff (both negative and positive) which could identify strengths and areas for development within the 
school workforce. 

Progress and Attainment - The report highlights where a cohort have, or have not, made satisfactory/good progress 
between two given points in time in comparison to the national expectations and targets.  

Additional MAG reports / supporting resources that can be used in conjunction with this report…

This report is closely linked to the Mapping Attainment & Progress reports (both whole school and cohort specific) as these 
reports would allow further investigation of progress and attainment. Additional support materials, such as the Racetrack Resource
could be used to measure the APS of the cohort against national expectations for progress and attainment.

‘Big Picture’ Analysis – this report provides a head teacher / SLT / subject leader with an overview of progress across the 
school in all subjects. The report could highlight a problem within particular year group (e.g. where no progress or even 
negative progress has been made) which could be further investigated with the subject leader. 

Further reports could then be interrogated to drill down to find which groups of children or individuals are potentially 
underperforming

This provides an overview of the attainment and progress in a particular subject which can then be married with other 
evidence such as lesson observations, drop ins and work scrutiny in order to gain a more informed perspective on the quality of 
teaching and learning and learning and progress .

Potential Uses

‘Big Picture’ Analysis – this report provides similar information to the Pupil Progress Summary but presents that figures as 
percentages rather than raw numbers. A head teacher / SLT with an overview of progress across the school in all subjects. 
The report could highlight a problem within particular year group (e.g. where no progress or even negative progress has been 
made) which could be further investigated with the subject leader. 

•Further reports could then be interrogated to drill down to find which groups of children or individuals are potentially 
underperforming

This provides an overview of the attainment and progress in a particular subject which can then be married with other evidence such as 
lesson observations, drop ins and work scrutiny in order to gain a more informed perspective on the quality of teaching and learning and

INDIVIDUAL PUPIL ANALYSIS – SUBJECT BREAKDOWN (in this particular example mathematics)

Potential Uses

Measuring Progress - Using the appropriate filters this report can be used to measure progress between two given points in 
time. For instance, this could be used to analyse the progress of a particular group over a term which could help inform 
impact evaluation, value for money evaluation, and even performance management (for teaching and support staff). The 
racetrack report 12 gives an indication on how to judge the progress added termly within KS2

Building Comparisons - The filters on this report can be used to build comparisons between different groups and 
individuals, including gender, age and ethnicity which can be compared with the Raise Online data. The function to ‘export to 
excel’ allows the data to be further analysed within a spreadsheet, for example the data can be sorted by levels of progress 
made. This would highlight any individuals who have not made progress or ‘flat-lined’ (please refer to the worked example 
6c).

Determining gaps to close - where necessary improvements in provision need to be made for a cohort, subject, or 
group, provides a useful indicator to track on a termly basis for RAP, DEP

Determining where progress is strong - highlighting strengths to disseminate more widely across school

Performance Management – use of APS to set objectives for cohorts, groups, gaps to close etc 

Evaluating provision – matching pupil progress data with other monitoring evidence eg lesson observations, work 
scrutiny and APP / assessment evidence

Report 6. Points Score Analysis (a)

COHORT ANALYSIS – SUBJECT BREAKDOWN (in this particular example, Y4)

This report shows individual pupil APS for reading, writing, English and mathematics. The English is calculated by adding 
reading and writing together and dividing by two. (This may differ from the final English APS at the end of KS2. The 
English level at the end of KS2 is calculated by adding together the reading and writing test mark and awarding the 
English level from the threshold measures). 

Potential Uses

Combined English & Mathematics – this report is a key report to show the combined figures for English and Maths attainment 
and can be used to provide an indication of how live cohorts are performing in relation to previous cohorts in Raise online data in 
terms of overall APS. Used in conjunction with the raise track (report 12) and Raise on line KS1 data for the school, this 
information can be used to determine the gap to close to National or the gap to widen from National and necessary changes in 
classroom provision.

Evaluating attainment - This report gives an APS for the attainment of the cohort or group selected for all separate subjects, 
English overall and English and Maths combined. It can be used for evaluating the attainment of cohorts against National 
expectations by using the “rule of thumb guidance” on slide 40 (report 13) to measure the extent to which gaps have been closed 
and where classroom provision needs to affect this. 

Used in conjunction with Raise online data schools can evaluate to what extent “live data” for example Y5 and Y6 will show an 
improving trajectory or will halt a recent decline. This can also help the school to set targets of an APS gap to close to aim for. Eg
if boys attainment in English was significantly below National last year in Raise, then this report can be used on an ongoing basis 
to check whether this is the case currently in school and measure the degree to which the gap is closing.

•Affecting future provision to improve progress and attainment – all of the above can help to set measureable targets to achieve
to assess the effectiveness of changes in provision, classroom practice and intervention, acceleration techniques.

Report 7: Visual Map (a)
COHORT ANALYSIS – SUBJECT BREAKDOWN (in this particular example mathematics)

The pink boxes (highlighted in the worked example) have great significance as these clearly highlight the national expectation in 
terms of progress and where the children in the cohort are in relation to this. It is important to note that the national expectations are 
2b, 3b and 4b. (A general rule that can be applied to the pairs of pink boxes is that the one on the left would represent national 
expectation, i.e. satisfactory progress, and the one on the right would represent good progress.)

Potential Uses

Tracking Progress: Cohort and Individual - national expectations are 1 level progress between Y2-Y4 and 2 levels progress 
between Y2-Y6. This report is an extremely useful tool to analyse whether or not children are on track to make this expected 
progress. Although the report looks at a whole cohort it has a greater emphasis on individual progress than some of the 
alternative cohort analysis reports and highlights individual children who are not on track to make expected levels of 
progress. Therefore, this report could be of particular use to classroom teachers, SLT, assessment coordinator and the 
mathematics subject leader in tracking the progress measures for the floor standard in English and Maths.

Identification of Individual Children - this report highlights any children that have not made appropriate progress since KS1. 
This analysis would aid SLT in the identification of children for targeted interventions/focussed support. It also highlights any 
children that have made accelerated or more than the expected levels of progress which may help identify any 
interventions/focussed support that has been particularly successful. 

Teachers’ Planning - the report can help inform teachers’ planning in terms of differentiation and directing resources (such 
as TAs) to appropriate groups. It is recommended that this report is produced on a regular basis (i.e. every time new 
assessment are submitted) so that progress can be effectively tracked. 

Triangulation of Self Evaluation activities – this report is useful to use when carrying out lesson observations and work 
scrutiny and monitoring or moderation of assessment / APP evidence. If there are children who are under performing in 
terms of prior attainment it is useful to watch their levels of engagement in lessons and investigate “the diet” they have been 
given in their books in terms of pitch and challenge.

Additional MAG reports / supporting resources that can be used in conjunction with this report…

The Mapping Attainment & Progress reports (both whole school and cohort specific) would be useful to cross reference with this 
report as these reports would allow further investigation of progress and attainment. The Pupil History Graphs would also be 
extremely useful in the further investigation on individual children. Additional support materials, such as the Flight Path could be 
used in further analysis.

Report 8: Pupil History Graphs (a)

INDIVIDUAL PUPIL ANALYSIS – SUBJECT BREAKDOWN (in these particular examples reading and mathematics)

Potential Uses

Classroom Teachers - These reports are particularly useful to classroom teachers as the progress of each child within a 
class can be ‘drawn’ visually. The individual graphs produced can be used for a variety of purposes including planning, 
parents’ evenings and pupil progress meetings. For some children it may be motivating/encouraging for them to see a copy 
of their own flight path and progression. 

Other Agencies - These reports could be shared with other agencies to help triangulate information about a particular child. 

Narrowing the Gap/Maintaining Appropriate Progress - The graphs produced by this report illustrate a child’s progress 
achieved against national expectations which would help visually represent their own individual ‘flight path’. 

Interventions - As well as showing positive/negative progress and progress against national expectations, the graphs also 
clearly illustrate where no progress has been made (‘flat-liners’). SLT and classroom teachers can use this information to 
identify children who have made no progress and direct appropriate interventions/focussed support to accelerate progress. 
Where this has been the case and interventions have been put in place the graphs also illustrate the impact (i.e. if progress 
has been accelerated). 

Vulnerable Groups - Individual graphs can be closely monitored for vulnerable groups or specifically identified groups (such 
as a group receiving support from a TA). 

Additional MAG reports / supporting resources that can be used in conjunction with this report…

The Mapping Attainment & Progress reports (both whole school and cohort specific) would be useful to cross reference with the 
pupil graphs to get an overview of cohort progress and attainment patterns/trends.

COHORT ANALYSIS 

This report lists the names and number of pupils at age-related and above in a combination of subjects. 

Potential Uses

Teachers planning – this report is particularly useful for teachers to plan to affect the learning and progress of individual 
children in order to secure their combined attainment in English and Maths.

Pupil progress meetings – this report can be used to determine which children are to be targeted for booster / accelleration / 
intervention programmes in order to ensure their combined attainment

Evaluation of attainment and progress at the half way point within KS2 - this report can be used to keep watchful eye on the 
floor standard measures of combined and 2 levels progress for all year groups in KS2, for example if Y4 Reading and Writing 
levels are discussed as an overall English attainment level. It shows how many pupils are assessed at age-related or above 
in reading, writing and mathematics and helps to highlight those children who need focussed attention. It could help in 
determining classroom provision and intervention to accelerate the progress of individual children in specific subjects.

COHORT ANALYSIS 

This report can replicate the “ target setting spreadsheet” sent into schools by Matthew Sorby on behalf on the LA. The 
targets can be reviewed and updated at any point of the year in the ‘teacher version’ of the MAG. If latest assessments are 
entered for Y5 and Y6, then this gives an indication of the gap closing between FFT estimates or school level targets and 
current assessments on an ongoing basis. It is very useful for tracking combined attainment and 2 levels progress in 
English and Maths.

Potential Uses

Reviewing targets – this report can be used to look at historical targets set each year, not just at the end of year, KS1 and 
KS2. 

Monitoring targets – this report highlights the children who have achieved their target / how many sub levels they need to 
gain in order to achieve their end of year target. 

Useful to use in conjunction with “Ready to Run” materials 

Useful to review progress in pupil progress meetings to insert latest assessments to track combined attainment and 2 levels 
progress

This resource is not generated by the MAG, but is an example of how APS data that is generated by the MAG can be 
presented in an alternative way to show progress throughout a Key Stage. 

This information can be generated on a Learning Community level (as long as the data is available) but also at an 
individual school basis. This level of analysis can help identify key priorities for schools and learning communities and 
help direct resources appropriately.

The worked example shows how the data for a Learning Community can be RAG-rated in order to highlight progress 
in particular subjects/groups/year groups across each school.

The document contains a key which explains all of the colour coding for both progress and attainment.

It can be used in conjunction with 
numerous reports from the MAG system as a measure of where pupils / cohorts are in relation to national expectations. 
Figures have been included in the race track to allow schools to analyse whether the APS scores generated by their data 
in the MAG are inadequate, satisfactory, good or outstanding.
